FRONT GARDEN AREA

We are planning to improve the front garden area and will be working on this project over the coming months.  Our aim is to complement what we offer in the outdoor play area at the back, where we now have a wider range of equipment and resources available.  By improving the front garden area we will also be able to enhance what we offer within the Early Years Foundation Stage, which places greater emphasis on the outdoors and the natural environment.  By improving this area we hope not only to benefit the children at pre-school but also to improve the appearance of the area to users of the Manor Room and the wider village.

At the moment we use this area for exploring, looking for mini-beasts, planting and as an alternative space for general outdoor play.
