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Open morning 22 March – A chance to see what goes on in a session and find out more about pre-school.  Just call in at any time during the morning and stay as long as you like.  It’s a chance to ask questions too.  We look forward to seeing you.





Meet your keyperson – From 23 March onwards you can come in to have a chat with your child’s keyperson about how they’re getting on and discuss any concerns.  Please speak direct to your keyperson to arrange a suitable time.





Children’s scrapbooks – Your child’s record of their time with us will available to take home to look at and share together from 15 March onwards. Your keyperson will pass this to you and once you’ve looked at it we ask you to return it with the feedback sheet signed and dated and with any comments.








Links with home – We’d like to know more about what your child is enjoying at home – what they like to do, to play with,  or any particular interests.  This can help us to support their learning further and make a stronger link between home and pre-school.  If you’d like to let us know what you’re doing at home please take a sheet from the noticeboard in the kitchen and return to your keyperson.
